Meter and Pay Lots

Short-term parking meters are monitored
24 hours per day including weekends
and statutory holidays (unless otherwise
posted).

Hourly pay parking rates are posted at
each lot.

Visitor Parking Passes

Parking passes may be available at the
site you are attending.

¢ Daily passes allow multiple entries and
are valid for 24 hours from the time and
date of first entry;

* Weekly passes provide multiple entries
and are valid for seven days from the
fime and date of first entry;

* Monthly passes allow multiple entries
and are valid for 30 days from the time
and date of first entry.

Parking Regulations
